Reporting 
requirements 

 Quarterly reporting 

 Producers need to report the type & 
quantity (weight & number of units) put on 
the market. 

 Retailers need to report the quantities & 
type of tyres bought in and which producer 
they are from. 

 Quarterly reporting 

 Quantities and type of tyres put on the market for producers 
and bought in for retailers, as with Repak ELT. 

 Projected quantities for disposal required & nature of 
disposal i.e. recover or recycle. (Waste Management Plan) 

 Personal details of waste collectors/permits etc. in the case of 
retailers 

 Actual quantities disposed of and nature of disposal (Annual 
Report) 

 The reporting documents will need to be maintained for six 
years after the relevant period. 

 

Annual Waste 
Management Plan 

Not Required. WMP required upon application for (initial/renewal of) registration 
every year and this shall be made freely available to the public. 
 

Annual Waste 
Management 
Report 

Not Required. WMR required upon application for renewal of registration every 
year and this shall be made freely available to the public. 

Cost of disposal of 
tyres for retailer 

Free of charge in phase two Set amount per tonne or number of units 

 

  



Producer/Importer Example: 

Company A import 1,000 tyres into Ireland every year. 

Compliance option: Repak ELT: Self Compliance:

Registration process:  Convenient all-in-one online 
form. 

 Must register with each Local Authority where the Producer intends to 
supply tyres. 

 

Information required:  Business address / contact / 
payment details. 

 Business contact details. 

 The quantities by weight and by number of units of tyres that were placed 
on the market in the previous calendar year and substantiated estimates 
of the projected average life of the tyres concerned by category. 

 Copy of the Annual Waste Management Plan. 

 Independent auditor’s cert confirming all stated data. 
 

Quarterly Data Reporting  Units/Weight handled at each 
step of the supply chain in the 
given quarter. 

 Within ten days of the end of each quarterly period, compile and submit 
to each local authority where tyres are supplied the information set out in 
any guidance which the Minister may issue from time to time. 

 Hold and maintain these records for a period of seven years. 
 

Annual Data Reporting  Summary of the four 
quarterly reports. 

 The quantities by weight and by number of units, by category, of: 
o Tyres supplied in the relevant period. 
o Waste tyres arising. 
o Waste tyres arising that were reused, recovered or recycled. 
o Waste tyres arising disposed of or consigned for disposal and the 

nature of the disposal operations involved. 
 

  



Annual Waste Management Plan Not Required. A WMP is required every year and this shall be made freely available to the 
public. The WMP shall contain, by category: 

 The quantities by weight and by number of units of tyres that were 
supplied in the previous calendar year and substantiated estimates of the 
projected average life of the tyres concerned. 

 The projected weight of waste tyres that will arise from tyres supplied in 
the relevant period. 

 The projected quantities by weight and by number of units of waste tyres 
arising from tyres supplied in the relevant period that will be: 
o reused, recovered or recycled. 
o disposed of or consigned for disposal and the proposed nature of the 

disposal operations involved. 

 Business contact details. 
 
An A3-sized notice is required to be displayed within 1m of each entrance to 
each premises outlining the free availability of this Plan. 
 

Annual Waste Management Report Not Required. A WMR is required every year and this shall be made freely available to the 
public and should specify the steps taken by the producer in order to comply 
with the Regulations during the relevant period and the results of those steps. 
 
An A3-sized notice is required to be displayed within 1m of each entrance to 
each premises outlining the free availability of this Report. 
 
A WMR is required every year and shall contain: 

 Producer business contact details, address, etc. 

 Details of any other premises covered by this registration. 

 The quantities by weight and by number of units during the relevant 
period, by category of: 
o tyres supplied. 
o waste tyres arising from tyres supplied. 
o waste tyres reused, recovered or recycled. 
o waste tyres disposed of or consigned for disposal, by category, and 

the nature of the disposal operations involved.

Quarterly Data Reporting  Units/Weight handled at each 
step of the supply chain in the 
given quarter. 

 Within ten days of the end of each quarterly period, compile and submit to 
each local authority where tyres are supplied the information set out in any 
guidance which the Minister may issue from time to time. 

 Hold and maintain these records for a period of seven years. 
 

Annual Data Reporting  Summary of the four 
quarterly reports. 

 The contact details of authorised waste collectors / recovery operators used 
for the treatment of waste tyres during the relevant period. 

 The quantities by weight or, as appropriate, by number of units of: 
o Tyres supplied by category. 
o Waste tyres: 

(a) arising by category. 
(b) recovered by or on behalf of the supplier, by category. 
(c) accepted by recovery operators, by category. 
(d) disposed of or consigned for disposal, and the nature of the disposal 

operations involved, by category. 
 

  



Annual Waste Management Plan Not Required. A WMP is required every year and shall contain: 

 Business contact details. 

 The quantities by weight or by number of units of tyres that were supplied in 
the previous calendar year and substantiated estimates of the projected 
average life of the tyres concerned, by category. 

 The projected quantities by weight or by number of units of waste tyres that 
will in the relevant period, by category: 
o arise from tyres supplied. 
o be recovered by or on behalf of the supplier. 
o be accepted by recovery operators. 
o be disposed of or consigned for disposal by the supplier and the 

proposed nature of the disposal operations involved. 

 The names, addresses and permit numbers of proposed authorised waste 
collectors / recovery operators to be used for the treatment of waste tyres 
during the relevant period. 

 

Annual Waste Management Report Not Required. A WMR is required every year and shall contain: 

 Retailer business contact details, address, etc. 

 Details of any other premises covered by this registration. 

 The quantities by weight or by number of units during the relevant period, by 
category of: 
o tyres supplied. 
o waste tyres arising from tyres supplied. 
o waste tyres recovered by or on behalf of the supplier. 
o waste tyres accepted by recovery operators. 
o waste tyres disposed of or consigned for disposal by the supplier, by 

category, and the nature of the disposal operations involved. 

 The names, addresses and permit numbers of authorised waste collectors / 
recovery operators used for the treatment of waste tyres during the relevant 
period.
